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SUBARTICLE 1.  DEFENSE CIVILIAN PERSONNEL DATA SYSTEM (DCPDS)

1‑1.  Introduction.  The Human Resources Office Pensacola (HROP) uses the Department of Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS) as the primary source of personnel data for all subsystems supporting the functional areas of personnel.  The DCPDS and all subsystems are under the technical and administrative control of the Head, Management Information and Training Department, Code N4.

1‑2.  General.  All data entry for activities serviced by the HROP is quality controlled and monitored by Code N42 personnel at HROP.  Electronic downloads are made from the DCPDS Center located in San Antonio to produce local reports for users within the HRO its satellite offices and all customers.  Downloads of data specific to organizations at satellite locations are provided on a regular basis, determined by the user to personnelists on site for their use in consummating reports and providing support to local automated systems using personnel data.
